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From 7 - 16 September, Great Britain will compete in the European Championship in Barcelona.
The EC, which is the continent’s premier baseball event, involves the national teams (only
passport-holders are eligible) of the top 12 baseball-playing nations in Europe. As the 2007 EC
happens to double as the Olympic qualification tournament, the winner will earn not just bragging
rights as the continent's best, but also a place in the 2008 Olympic Games in Beijing.

And, this is not all that is at stake. The second and third place finishers will take part in an
additional qualifier for a final shot at the Olympics, and each of the top four teams will qualify for
the 2009 World Championships.

The 12 nations competing at the 2007 EC are:

Austria
Croatia
Czech Republic
France
Germany
Great Britain
Holland
Italy
Russia
Spain
Sweden
Ukraine

Of these nations, Holland and Italy must be considered the favourites. One of these two nations
has won every EC but two (1955 and 1967), and neither sent a team in 1967. Furthermore, each
of these nations has often featured former Major Leaguers. For example, Ivanon Coffie (St. Louis
Cardinals) was on the Dutch squad in 2005 and will likely represent Holland again this year.
Between Holland and Italy, Holland has to be the ultimate favourite, having won four straight ECs
and six of the last seven.

As for the rest of the field, Spain is typically considered just a step below the Dutch and the
Italians. The Spanish team has deep connections with Latin America that have served it well over
the years. All told, Spain has won one gold, a silver and 11 bronze medals at the EC — including
the last two bronzes.

Beyond that, there has been a recent tradition of surprises. In 2001, Russia shocked the
European baseball community by winning the silver. Russia's performance included a win over
the heavily favoured lItalians in the semi-finals. In 2003, it was Sweden's turn to play Cinderella.
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Sweden beat the Italians in the quarter-finals en route to a fourth place finish and a coveted
qualifying spot at the World Cup. Most recently, in 2005, Germany -- a nation that had earned
entrance to the EC through the qualifying process the previous year -- took fourth place and
earned a place at the 2007 World Championships.

While Great Britain's historical record does not compare to that of some of the other entrants in
the 2007 EC, there are certain indications to suggest a breakthrough may be in the making. Great
Britain is currently enjoying its longest tenure at the continent’s highest level, having successfully
gualified for six straight ECs. And, at the last EC in 2005, Great Britain placed seventh, its best
finish since the tournament expanded to 12 teams in 1997. Great Britain also won four games in
2005, its most-ever at any EC.

Finally, great efforts have been made over the last two years to upgrade Great Britain's roster.
Great Britain's 24-man roster in Barcelona will include nine players with US professional
experience, and there is depth at every position.

Perhaps for the first time in modern European baseball
history, Great Britain has a realistic chance to contend for the EC title.

The 2007 EC consists of two rounds. In the first round, the competing nations will be divided into

two pools of six teams each. Each nation will play five games, and the top three teams from each
pool will advance to play games against each of the top three teams from the other pool. Placings
will be determined by overall results.

Along with the European Championships, Great Britain will also be competing in the German
Baseball Open this summer. This will mark the third time the country has sent a national team to
this high profile event, which is staged in a professional-grade venue in Regensburg, Germany.
The GBO, which Great Britain is using as a tune-up event for the EC, will also involve the German
national team, the University of Wisconsin-Whitewater (a strong US college team) and the
Paderborn Untouchables (perennially one of the top teams in the German major league).

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The European Championship is the pinnacle of the sport in Europe and one of the feature events
on the world baseball calendar.

The importance of this tournament to our domestic game and the long-term aspirations of British
participants cannot be overstated. Not only is a strong performance an entry point into the 2008
Olympics in Beijing and the 2009 World Championships, but the final placings may also be a key
criterion for the selection of the European representatives in the 2009 World Baseball Classic.
Furthermore, it is a guarantee that Great Britain will remain in the top flight of European baseball
nations - something we merit but which must be earned and hard-won.

The recent International Baseball Federation Congress in Frankfurt confirms that Great Britain is
both a serious contender in Europe and also a sizeable presence on the European baseball map.
We must now prove this with bat and ball.

Head Coach Stephan Rapaglia and General Manager Alan Smith have worked tirelessly since
their appointments in 2004 to assemble the best squad possible and one now capable of winning
the event. This is no small feat, managed on a small budget and limited sponsorship. Baseball
has advanced since the end of the last century, and certainly since the mid-20th century when
Team GB was last crowned World Champion. In the modern era, the historic record stands for
little and we ask our finest to remake history on the fields of Spain.

The board offers its full support to Coach Rapaglia and his team as they face the challenges
ahead. We also call on the British baseball community to provide the support and enthusiasm that
we know is out there for our national team.
